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Objectives:
1. Recognize the importance of volunteering.

2. Discuss ways of volunteering and providing good deeds to society 

3. Identify problems that endanger planet earth 

4. Read for gist and identify main ideas

5. Identify meaning of new words form context

6. Relate rephrased ideas with the original ones
7. Give solutions and ways to protect the earth.

Materials:
PowerPoint show – worksheets – different strategies – a short video clip

Anticipatory set:

A - Gaining Attention: 

5 min. activity

1. Use the strategy of (who am I) to discover the key word of the lesson which is (Volunteering) 

2. Choose 2 girls to do the activity. The 1st girl will hold a paper on her back with the word (volunteer). The S. will go around the class to ask questions about the word starting with the guide word “help”
3. Discover and define the word “volunteer”:  person who does a job or some work without being paid or forced to do it
B – Revision:

1. Use the strategy : (Give One, Get one) 

2. List all the topics covered in the previous module.

C – Set readiness.

1. Show a short video clip about the problems of planet earth 

2. Use the strategy “open question”. On a PowerPoint show, I’ll present some pictures of the planet earth asking for help and other pictures showing the problems surrounding the earth. 

3. I’ll generate a discussion based upon Ss’ personal life and experiences.

4. Ss. are expected to number some of the problems on earth like, pollution, poverty and natural disasters.

5. I’ll end this discussion by this question “Have you ever thought of volunteering to help solving these problems? Why ? why not?
  D- Objectives for students:
1. Discuss environmental issues based on personal experiences.

2. Identify the importance of volunteering to help saving the earth.

3. Practice scanning reading to identify main ideas and key words

4. Paraphrase ideas from the context 

5. Identify meaning of new words from context

Instructional Input:

1. I divide the class into groups. Each one is assigned with one paragraph.

2. Use the strategy of “reading scanning”. Each group read the paragraph and underline the difficult words and identify the main idea of it which is the purpose of the organization.

3. After scanning the material given, Ss. write the required facts in the table given for reading scanning.  

4. Ask each group to guess the meaning of the new words.

5. Write them on the board. Have a quick repetition.
6. Ask each group to choose a leader or speaker to explain the purpose or the main ideas discovered in their material and thus all the class cover all the texts and identify their ideas
7. Ask some comprehension questions.

· Do you think that people nowadays volunteer to solve environments problems?
· Why are scientists worried about the Amazon basin?

· What does the charity warehouse want to help with?

8. Do activity C. Match paraphrased sentences to the appropriate text. 
9. Do activity D. Match the words with their meanings

10. Give the students the opportunity to talk about the most appealing volunteer work and explain the reasons.
